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Altar Worker’s Guide

These are some of the basic guidelines to successful altar work.  The objective of an altar worker is to have a profound impact upon an individual’s life at the point of the decision to follow Christ.  To pray with them, encourage them and to give them confidence that God has heard their prayer.

Prerequisites
1. Saved for a minimum of six months

2. Good level of faithfulness

3. Personal conduct (maintain the victory)

4. Dress code (smart & presentable)

5. Good standard of personal hygiene

6. Basic bible education

7. Friendliness, sensitivity, and compassion

Practical Aspects
1. During altar call pray silently for those who might not be saved

2. Always take initiative when someone responds to the altar call

3. Have them kneel with you at the altar

4. Introduction (find out their name & tell them yours)

5. Need for God (ensure that they understand we all need God)

6. Turning point (if they seek God from the heart their life is about to

change)

7. Lead them in prayer (they must repeat the prayer with faith)

8. Ask if there is anything else they wish to pray about

9. Pray for them

10. Issue the convert pack & ensure convert card is completed, following information is essential:

· Full name (first name and surname)

· Address

· Date 

· Age

· Contact telephone number 

· Altar worker name
11. Suggest they begin reading the bible at the Gospel of John  

(Note: Men pray with men and women with women)
Salvation Prayer Content
1. Faith (Romans 10:9-10)

2. Repentance (1 John 1:9)

A combination of these results in acceptance, which results in conversion.

Sample Prayer:
Heavenly Father, I come before you today as a sinner. I know I have done wrong in my life and I have disobeyed your commands. Father, I repent of my sins and I ask for your forgiveness.

I believe that you sent your Son Jesus Christ to die for my sins. I believe that he was resurrected from the dead so that I could have life. I accept him today as my Lord and personal saviour.

Lord Jesus, come into my heart and change me and save me.  I thank you.
